CLASSIFICATION

Classification will be done according to the IBSA Classification rules,
182-1-IBSA-Classification-rules-2018 (1).pdf

The Classification Process is as follows:

1. The first step in the classification process is to establish that the athlete
has an Underlying Health Condition (UHC) that leads to an eligible
vision impairment. This is done by classifiers who review the athlete’s
Medical Documentation Form (MDF) and supporting medical
documents. This review takes place before the athlete is assigned a
classification evaluation appointment. If the information is not
complete, or there is not sufficient evidence of an UHC leading to an
eligible vision impairment, the athlete will not be scheduled for a
classification appointment.

2. Once a UHC is established, the athlete can be scheduled for a
classification evaluation appointment.

3. At the classification evaluation appointment, the classification panel will
a. confirm (or not) the UHC,

b. if the UHC is confirmed, the classification panel will proceed with
a vision assessment to determine

i. if the athlete meets the minimum impairment criteria,
ii. assign a sport class and sport class status to the athlete

All athletes must be licensed for the current year.

Submission Deadlines
1. The First Deadline for Submission of a Request for Classification Form
(by email to ibsaassist@ibsasport.org ) is April 27, 2025. Submissions
received by this deadline, for athletes competing in the event, will be

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given first priority for allocation of a classification assessment slot at
the competition. Athletes will be assigned a classification
appointment only after the MDF and supporting medical
documents have been approved by the classifiers as establishing
an UHC.

2. Second Deadline: Submissions received after the first deadline (and by
June 15) will be allocated a classification slot if available, on a first come
first served basis. Athletes will be assigned a classification
appointment (if available) only after the MDF and supporting
medical documents have been approved by the classifiers as
establishing an UHC.

Submissions received after June 15, will not be reviewed by
classifiers or considered for this competition (with the exception
as is outlined below in “Player Change due to Medical Reasons”).

Reminder

e A fully completed MDF, dated and signed by a certified
ophthalmologist, must be uploaded in ISAS. Only the current MDF
(available for downloading from the IBSA website) is accepted.

e For athletes with a Review status - tests and complementary medical
exams requested in previous classifications should be uploaded at the
same time as the MDF.

e The MDF shall indicate if the athlete wears optical correction (glasses,
contact lenses, filters) either when they compete or in daily life. Optical
Correction must be brought to the classification appointment.

PLAYER CHANGE DUE TO MEDICAL REASONS
Team substitutions after the entry deadline and up to the beginning of the
technical meeting for the event are permitted under the following circumstances:

1. A note from a medical doctor certifying the medical reason for the player
to be replaced must be submitted.

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2. Licensed Athletes with an eligible sport class and sport class status
for the competition may replace players not able to attend due to medical
reasons.

3. Athletes who are substituting and were not on the original
Classification Request Form: Athletes who require classification in
order to compete and were not on the original classification request form
may only be scheduled for classification up to two days prior to the first
day of classification (schedule permitting). Please note that they may not
have their MDFs reviewed prior to classification and therefore it is
possible that due to lack of supporting tests the classification result will
be CNC!

It is suggested that potential substitute athletes who would require
classification should be licensed and have MDFs uploaded at the earliest
possible time, and be listed on the classification request form as potential
alternates/substitutes.

ATHLETES' ELIGIBILITY

Please note that all athletes must comply with the following conditions before being
accredited to the event:

° IBSA Athletes License for the current year
° Paid IBSA Membership fee for the current year;
° Athletes must have a vision classification on file that makes them eligible

to compete during the period of the competition or must have a Medical
Diagnostics Form (and any required supporting documentation on file) in the IBSA
Sports Administration System that is less than one year old.
