The IBSA Member Federation must be in good standing at the time of application.  

Governing Law and Dispute Resolution: This application and contract shall be governed by the laws of Germany, the domicile of IBSA. In case of disputes under this agreement, the parties shall first attempt in good faith to resolve their disputes amicably without the necessity of formal proceedings.

International Requirements for Competition:

1. The LOC certifies that it is aware of the IBSA specific rules and commits to comply fully with the following requirements.  Failure to fully comply with the items constitutes a breach of this contact agreement and may result in a monetary fine or termination of IBSA membership.
2. The brand “IBSA” is mandatory in the event’s name. The nomenclature that should be used is as follows: Year + IBSA + name of sport (e.g. Blind Football) + type of event (e.g. African Championships, World Championships).
3. The IBSA logo must be displayed in all official announcements every time the name of the event is stated.
4. The IBSA logo should be part of the official logo of the event.
5. The IBSA logo must be present in all graphic material produced, on the official website of the Event. It should be part, necessarily, of the look of the Games, including the uniforms of the LOC and referees.
6. The LOC must commit to pay for all transportation and accommodation costs including visas, as follows: 

· IBSA Technical Representative for the required inspection of the competition     sites prior to granting approval
· IBSA Technical Delegate (for the Draw and for the respective competition)
· IBSA Classification Panels (usually 4 classifiers) and IBSA Classification Administrator
· IBSA Referee team
· IBSA Anti-doping Officer
All IBSA staff/officials will be paid a cash per diem of 25 euro per day from the day of departure from their home country to the day of arrival in their home country. (Some countries will need 2 days of travel for their arrival and return home.)
7. Entry Requirements:

       To submit to IBSA Sports Manager and the relevant IBSA sport committee:
· All Invitations and entry forms for approval before distribution to the invited countries;
· The names of participating countries for eligibility approval;
· All technical information such as numbers of athletes and countries;
· A detailed programme of events for the competition.
Athletes/Teams must be registered with the LOC and in the IBSA ISAS database Online Entry System. Deadlines must be respected.
8. Anti-Doping Requirements:  The LOC must comply with IBSA Anti-Doping Rules and is responsible for the cost of anti-doping activities. Every LOC shall complete the IBSA Anti-Doping Agreement and Contract whereby:

1.  The LOC shall secure the necessary means to conduct doping testing as specified in the IBSA Agreement Form and the World Anti Doping Code. 
2. The LOC shall meet the costs for in competition doping tests and analyses, the number and type of the tests to be decided by the IBSA Anti-Doping Committee. Out of Competition, (OOC) testing will be financed by IBSA. 
3. The LOC will provide the name and mail address of the contact person of the country’s testing authority on request. 
4. The LOC must also support educational anti-doping programs when requested.

9. Classification Requirements: To ensure that VI Classification of athletes takes place in accordance with the IBSA Classification Rules, the LOC shall secure the necessary means to enable the IBSA classification committee to conduct required visual classification of the athletes, including protest classifications. 
· All travel costs, including accommodation, meals and visas, plus 25 euros per diem from the day of departure from their home country to the day of arrival in their home country will be paid by the LOC for the classifiers appointed for the sanctioned competition. 
· All facilities and materials are described and a list of equipment necessary to conduct the classification for IBSA SPORTS are described in the attached Classification Equipment Guidelines.

· Special mention must be made regarding equipment for the visual fields: only the ophthalmological equipment stated in the Requirements for the Classification of Visually impaired Athletes (Goldman, Humphrey, or Octopus) are accepted. In automatic perimeters the software must be able to test fields with a range at least of 60º radius.  For JUDO Classification the software for Humphrey must be the FF120 pattern test. The software for Octopus must be the 07 perimeters and the software must be able to test fields with a range of at least of 60º radius - with the equipment is mandatory. 
· The LOC should communicate with the IBSA Classification coordinator regarding the availability at least six (6) months before the beginning of the Championships. If not informed at least 6 months before the competition IBSA cannot guarantee the availability of the classifiers. 
· IBSA will appoint the classifiers that are required for this competition, including a Chief Classifier and a classification administrator who will support the panels if the numbers necessitate an administrator. Please note that IBSA cannot guarantee that classifiers are appointed from the same continent where the competition will be held. All our VI classifiers are volunteers, and they also serve all the IPC competitions.  

10.  IBSA Sport License Requirements:  All participating athletes should be registered and    licensed for the respective year of the competition in the ISAS database.  
11. The IBSA representative for the Event, who may be the technical delegate, manager or another appointed person, must be given the opportunity to speak at the opening and closing ceremonies.

12. The LOC commits to collect the following:
· IBSA Capitation; 

· To transfer, upon request, the entire Capitation Fees to the IBSA account no later than 
6 weeks after the event;
· To complete the Capitation Calculation Form and send the scanned copy to IBSA Finance finance@ibsasport.org and to IBSA Sports Manager sports@ibsasport.org once the competition begins.

13. Depending on the level of competition, IBSA is entitled to request additional services for these events, based on additional contractual agreements with the LOC. 

IMPORTANT:

In order to comply with IBSA Rules, each Athlete must be an accredited member of the team representing a Nation, which in turn must be a member in good standing of IBSA. In order to facilitate the process of obtaining entry visas, please inform the immigration authorities in your country about the event.
